Two BA Completion Degrees in Early Childhood Coming to SMHEC   
 

Two long awaited Bachelors Completion Degree programs are coming to the Southern Maryland Higher 
Education Center located at 44219 Airport Road, California, MD in Fall 2010. Washington Adventist Univer-
sity, formerly Columbia Union College, will offer the Bachelor of Arts in Liberal Studies in Early Childhood/ 
Special Education, a dual teacher certification program. They also will offer a Bachelor in Liberal Studies in 
Early Care and Education, which is ideal for the 967 child care programs in the Southern Maryland Tri-
County area. 
 

The two programs are designed for students who transfer in at least 56 credits that are accepted towards the 
Early Childhood/Special Education dual MSDE teacher certification program or the Early Childhood Care and 
Education non-certification bachelor degree program.  Students, who have at least 56 credits would be able 
to complete the bachelor degree program within two years or 5-6 semesters. Courses are accelerated and 
rely on students working full-time in an educational or child care setting appropriate to their major. Full tuition, 
fees and books will be covered by MSDE scholarships for students employed in a licensed setting with chil-
dren, for up to 20 students. Students should make plans now to fill in courses needed for the 56 credits.

The Family Child Care Provider Grant  is the grant designated to help new providers with their start up costs.  The maxi-
mum amount given to providers through this grant is $500.  

 
The Child Care Quality Incentive Grant  is the grant that allows providers to purchase items to enhance their  programs.  
One of the eligibility requirements for this grant is that the family child care home is located in a Title I school district  or 
there are at least 25% of children in care receiving POC. 

  

 

CHILD CARE CAREER AND PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT FUND  
This fund was created to help child care providers pursue a degree in early childhood education or a related field.  It cover s 
costs of tuition, college fees, and books. 
 
Eligibility Requirements:  

Providers working in a registered family child care home or licensed child care center in Maryland  

Participating in the Maryland Child Care Credential Program  

Holding a high school diploma or equivalent  

Have been accepted by an accredited college or university in Maryland for enrolling in one or more college course for 
credit towards a degree in early childhood education or a related field  

 
  

EMERGENCY PREPAREDNESS PLANS  
 

 October 1, 2009 Senate Bill 356 was passed.  This Bill states all family and center based child care programs must have a written emer-
gency preparedness plan.  This plan must address emergency situations that require evacuation or protection of children such as in the 
event of a fire, natural disaster or other threatening situation that may cause a health and safety hazard.  A designated relocation site 
and evacuation route must be included as well as procedures for notifying adults responsible for the children.  In addition, procedures 
must address the needs of children with special needs.  The plan must also have procedures for communicating with local emergency 
management officials or other appropriate state or local authorities.  This Bill will be included in the OCC Regulations soon . 

 
 

CHILD CARE REGULATIO N RESTRUCTURING  
 

   On October 20, 2008, there was a restructuring of the child care regulations.  The Resource Center has prepared booklets for center 
staff as well as family providers to purchase at a reasonable cost.  These booklets have all the new regulation changes listed in the front 
as well as current, updated regulations for either family or center based programs.  
 
 

MEDICATION ADMINISTR ATION  
 

Effective approximately July 2011, all center based providers will be required to take a medication administration class.  Th is class is 
taught by a registered nurse and delves into the aspect of what to look for if a child is over medicated or  has a possible reaction to some 
medication, and how to properly administer medication to children.  Currently, this new proposed regulation has to go through  an ap-
proval process that involves it being posted in the Maryland Register with an allotted comment period.  Look  for more inform ation 
about this new proposed regulation in the near future.
